The Board of Trustees, West Chester Township, Butler County, Ohio, (“Township”), a political 
jurisdiction, hereinafter called “LICENSOR,” hereby agrees to enter into the LICENSE 
AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) with Union Centre Boulevard Merchant Association, a non-profit 
group of local merchants networking to promote the Union Centre Boulevard area and to benefit the 
Boys and Girls Club, hereinafter called “LICENSEE” for the use of a portion of  West Chester 
Property known as The Square @ Union Centre,  hereinafter called “REAL ESTATE” owned by 
Licensor and located on 9285 Centre Pointe Drive, West Chester, OH 45069 for the production and 
presentation of the Union Centre Food Truck Rally 


1. Purpose.   Licensee desires and Licensor allows Licensee to utilize Real Estate for 
the exclusive use of production and presentation of the “Food Truck Rally” to be held on Friday, 
August 30, 2013 from 11 a.m. through 10 p.m. for the enjoyment of West Chester residents.  
Licensee agrees to operate and maintain Real Estate exclusively for the “Food Truck Rally” and 
this use by Licensee shall not unreasonably impede the free use of the above property by persons 
not attending these events. 


2. Assignment.  This Agreement shall be binding upon all parties’ respective heirs, legal 
representatives, successors and assigns unless otherwise stated herein.   


3. Grant and Term.  Licensor hereby grants a license to Licensee for the use of Real Estate to 
be used exclusively by Licensee for the presentation of the “Food Truck Rally.”  The license is 
valid Friday, August 30, 2013 at 8 a.m. and ending Friday, August 30, 2013 at 11 p.m. and 
subject to the following terms, responsibilities, and conditions. 


4. Amendment.  This Agreement may be amended by mutual agreement between 
authorized representatives of the Township and Licensee.  The authorized representatives may 
negotiate and approve modifications to this Agreement; however, the West Chester Board of 
Trustees must authorize any amendments. 


5. Responsibilities and Privileges of the Parties.  


LICENSEE – Union Centre Boulevard Merchant Association: 


a. In consideration of the covenants and agreements contained herein, Licensee agrees to 
pay One Dollar ($1.00) for the event and other good and valuable consideration. 


b. Licensee agrees to operate and maintain Real Estate exclusively for the “Food Truck 
Rally” and this use by Licensee shall not unreasonably impede the free use of the above 
Real Estate by persons not attending these events. 


c. It shall be the responsibility of Licensee to provide adequate security protection for the 
Real Estate described above.  It is agreed by Licensee and Licensor that the Real Estate 
described above shall be open to the public and Licensee shall be authorized to charge 
reasonable fees for the operation and maintenance of the Real Estate and that any and 
all revenue generated from the operation of the Real Estate shall be the property of 
Licensee.

d. Licensee agrees to abide by all West Chester Township resolutions and not to impede 
on West Chester Township administration’s responsibility for the protection of the 
public peace, health, safety and welfare. 


e. Licensee agrees that at the expiration of this Agreement, it shall surrender the licensed 
Real Estate to Licensor in as good a condition as it was on the date of the execution of 
this Agreement, reasonable wear and tear and unavoidable casualties excepted.  


f. If Licensee should fail to keep any of the covenants of this Agreement, it shall be lawful 
for Licensor to revoke this license Agreement and to reenter, to repossess and to enjoy 
the Real Estate as in its first and former state; thereupon this Agreement and everything 
contained herein on Licensor’s behalf to be done and performed shall cease and be void. 


g. During the term of this Agreement, Licensee agrees to provide or obtain the following 
at no charge to Licensor:  


i. Booths, tables, tents, staging and sound systems as required; 


ii. Adequate garbage receptacles and bags and personnel to manage clean-up; 


iii. Adequate volunteers for entire event, including set-up and tear-down, 


iv. Communication System during event for volunteers; 


v. Implementation of a safety plan that meets the standards of Township safety 
services with police personnel compensated per contract at off-duty detail 
and required event dedicated fire personnel compensated per contract; 


vi. Ensure that all vendors participating in the event provide appropriate health 
permits and insurance liability coverage; 


vii. Appropriate and adequate signage to direct attendees to event grounds and 
approved parking areas; 


viii. Obtain all appropriate permits for the sale of alcohol at the event and provide 
Licensor with $1 million in liquor liability insurance with West Chester 
Township Trustees listed as additional insured; 


ix. Provide a Certificate of Liability Insurance for $1 million in general liability 
naming West Chester Township Trustees as additional insured.  
Endorsement page must include name of insured, policy number and policy 
period; 


x. Proper notification to businesses and residents within the event site; 


xi. Event Site Map; 


xii. Obtain all appropriate approved permits for non-owned Township property 
use; 


xiii. Complete Community Event Permit application. 


h. Licensee agrees not to destroy, damage, or pollute the licensed Real Estate. Licensee 
also agrees to use the licensed Real Estate exclusively for the purpose stated above.  
Further, Licensee agrees not to make any physical alteration to the licensed Real Estate, 
buildings, or other property situated on the Real Estate and shall pay for damages that 
may result from the licensed use. 
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LICENSOR – TOWNSHIP: 
 


a. Licensor agrees that Licensee, while Licensee keeps and performs its obligations under 
this Agreement, shall peaceably and quietly hold, occupy, and enjoy the licensed Real 
Estate during the term of this Agreement, without any interference or hindrance by 
Licensor or any person lawfully authorized to represent Licensor. 


b. During the terms of this Agreement Licensor agrees to assist and provide the following 
at no charge to Licensee: 


i. Assistance in coordination of Township services; 


ii. Assistance with set-up of required fencing, staking and safety devices prior 
to the event; 


iii. West Chester property maintained prior to event; 


iv. Required crowd/traffic control devices as determined by West Chester 
Township; 


v. Signed authorization for temporary street closure; 


vi. Event promotion on Township website/West Chester Community 
Television. 


  
6. Indemnification.  Licensee shall indemnify and hold the Township, its employees, officers, 


and assigns, harmless from and against any and all claims, liability, damage, or loss to person or 
property to the extent that such claim, liability or loss arose or grew out of any act of Licensee, its 
representatives, invitees, or licensees, together with all costs, expenses and attorney fees incurred 
with respect to any such claim, demand or legal proceeding made or brought against the Township.  
If any action or proceeding is brought against the Township by reason of any such occurrence, 
Licensee will reimburse Licensor for its attorney’s fees and costs. 


7. Liability Insurance. Licensee agrees to provide the Township, prior to the execution of this 
Agreement, One Million Dollars ($1,000,000) of liability insurance, naming the Township an 
additional insured, to fully and adequately protect the Township from claims caused by any action 
of Licensee’s personnel at all times that Licensee may be utilizing the premises.  Licensee must 
provide and the Township shall keep a copy of a certificate of insurance that proves Licensee’s 
compliance with these terms.  Neither party extends to each other nor to any other person or 
organization indemnification or protection from liability arising from use of the Real Estate.  
Further, Licensee agrees that any subcontractors, providing services on Real Estate, shall have the 
same minimum coverage with the Township as a named insured. The insurance certificates of all 
subcontractors, providing services on the licensed Real Estate, shall also be submitted to the 
Township prior to the execution of this Agreement. 


8. Entire Agreement. The parties acknowledge and agree that this contract constitutes their 
entire agreement and that no oral or implied agreement exists. 


9. Severability.  In the event that any portion of this Agreement shall be found to be 
inconsistent with the law or otherwise unenforceable, the remainder of the Agreement shall remain 
unaffected and in continuing effect.

YMCA 
health/fitness center with a daycare and a 65,000 SqFt. outdoor pool/deck area; and, 
 


WHEREAS, on July 9, 2013, the Butler County Planning Commission conducted a public hearing 
for said Major Change to the Beckett Ridge R-PUD and recommended approval of the aforesaid application 
with conditions; and, 


 
WHEREAS, on July 15, 2013, the West Chester Township Zoning Commission conducted a public 


hearing for said Major Change to the Beckett Ridge R-PUD and recommended approval of the aforesaid 
application with conditions; and, 


 
WHEREAS, by advertisement, a public hearing for the aforesaid Major Change to the Beckett Ridge 


PUD was conducted before the West Chester Township Board of Trustees on August 13, 2013 as applied for 
by Lakota Family YMCA; and, 


 
WHEREAS, all those present for the hearing who wished to be heard voiced their opinions with 


respect thereto. 
 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that on the basis of the above actions and findings, the 


West Chester Township Board of Trustees does hereby concur with the recommendation of approval of the 
West Chester Township Zoning Commission and does hereby approve the proposed Major Change to the 
Beckett Ridge PUD for the aforesaid application with the following conditions:  
  


SECTION 1. A revised plan shall be submitted within 30 days, which shall illustrate all required 
improvements of the Traffic Impact Study (TIS), as it was approved by the Butler County Engineer’s Office 
(BCEO).  This revised plan shall be subject to West Chester Community Development Department staff 
approval. 


 
SECTION 2. As required by the BCEO letter dated December 10, 2012 approving the TIS, all 


recommended improvements of the TIS (as amended by the letter), shall be installed prior to the opening of 
the facility, which includes the black decorative mast arms for the traffic light.  In addition, all right-of-way 
shall be dedicated per the Butler County Thoroughfare Plan, which shall be illustrated accordingly on the 
Final Development Plan. 
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SECTION 3. A cross-access easement shall be required for the proposed use of the access drive 
through Beckett Park as it is illustrated on the plan.  Since Beckett Park contains federal restrictions, the 
easement agreement, language, restrictions and location shall be subject to National Park Service approval, in 
addition to Township approval.  In consideration of the access easement across the existing park drive, a use 
easement for the athletic field on the 1.92 acres north of the tree line and installation of the 22 new parking 
spaces along the existing park drive shall be included.  This required easement agreement shall be prepared 
by the applicant and executed with the signature of all required parties prior to Final Development Plan 
submittal.  The Final Development Plan application submittal shall include the fully executed easement 
agreement.  The recording of the easement shall occur immediately if Final Development Plan approval is 
granted. 


 
SECTION 4. A detailed drainage and grading plan shall be submitted with the Final Development 


Plan application, which shall include the appropriate calculations for BCEO review and shall meet their 
standards.  All floodplain regulations and water quality requirements shall be adequately addressed.  
Verification that the detention/retention area to the north, or any other development, is not part of the 
‘Jurisdictional Waters of the State’ shall be provided and any requirements shall be met.  In addition, the 
grading plan shall demonstrate appropriate grading throughout the site, and especially at the property lines.  
Natural transitions shall be provided that does not affect any existing/planned playing fields and/or other park 
development. 


 
SECTION 5. Detailed building elevations shall be provided at the Final Development Plan stage, 


which shall demonstrate that quality exterior building materials are being utilized on all sides of the building.  
Additional details shall also be provided for other miscellaneous items that may affect the overall appearance, 
such as fence type, location and materials; playgrounds; and, outdoor pool equipment, slides, etc. 


 
SECTION 6. A detailed floor plan shall be provided at the Final Development Plan stage, which 


shall include the specific uses for all portions of the building and pool/deck area.  This information will be 
used for the parking calculation for the overall site.  The parking lot layout shall be coordinated with the 
West Chester Fire Department prior to Final Development Plan submittal, which shall meet their 
requirements for turning radii and access to the building and pool/deck area.   


 
SECTION 7. A detailed landscaping plan shall be provided at the Final Development Plan stage, 


which demonstrate that extensive landscaping is being provided throughout, especially along Union Centre 
Boulevard. 


 
SECTION 8. If the YMCA facility is being constructed in phases, a Phasing Plan should be 


presented at the Final Development Plan stage and an approximate timeline of completion of each phase. 
 
SECTION 9. One 48 SqFt. monument sign shall be permitted, which has a base that utilizes the 


same materials that are used on the principal structure.  Location and height restrictions for the monument 
sign shall be pursuant to Section 20.0911 of the West Chester Zoning Resolution.  Building signage shall be 
pursuant to Section 20.092 of the West Chester Zoning Resolution. 
 


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that all plats, plans, applications, and other data submitted are 
hereby incorporated into this approval.

RE: DISCUSSION ITEMS 
 
Aggregation Program - Electric Supplier Contract  
At the Board’s July 23rd meeting, I presented, the Township’s aggregation program electric supplier contract with 
First Energy Solutions (FES) expires December 2013.  I also presented, at that time, Mark Burns, the 
Township’s broker for its aggregation programs, was conducting an RFP process for an electric supplier. 
 
Although, at that time, no formal action was taken, a majority of the Board of Trustees directed me to proceed 
with accepting offers from electric suppliers, wishing to contract with the Township for electric supply for its 
aggregation program. 
 
Mr. Burns has concluded the RFP process and a presentation of his process, review of bidders, and 
recommended supplier was previously shared with the Board.  In summary, forty (40) eligible suppliers were 
invited to bid and nine (9) responded.  The bid terms requested were: 12, 17, 24, and 36 month pricing quotes, 
including fixed rates versus % discount of Duke Energy rates, no early termination fee, and civic grant options.   
 
Based on Mr. Burns’ process for scoring the bids, three (3) suppliers presented competitive bids with really only 
two (2) for further consideration.  A comparison of the competitive suppliers which you already received and is 
attached, illustrates the alternative terms, fixed rate pricing, and other responses to contract terms.   
 
Mr. Burns presented three (3) primary reasons why an extended term contract would capture competitive pricing 
initially and secure stable pricing long-term based on projected trends.  Mr. Burns shares: 


 Energy prices are trading at very attractive prices compared to where they’ve been over the past decade 
and are trading mostly flat going out 3-years.  That’s conducive to longer-term deals.   


 Capacity costs are unavoidable and are going up in the next few years; hence, the primary reason “all-in” 
fixed rates are higher for longer terms.  If the increasing cost of the unavoidable capacity charges is 
considered, the 3-year pricing can be argued to be lower than the 1-year pricing. 


 Duke Energy’s next Electric Security Plan (ESP) will take effect on 6/1/2015.  No drastic decrease in 
Duke’s regulated rates similar to the last time they filed an ESP is anticipated.  Duke’s regulated rates are 
now set by auctions and are known for the next few years.   


 
If at least a majority of the Board would like to continue the Township’s electric aggregation program, I would 
suggest the Board direct the Township Administrator to negotiate for electric supply with the top (2) bidders for 
an extended year contract at a fixed price with no early termination fee and a re-evaluation of pricing to capture 
any reduced pricing indicative of the effective date of Duke Energy’s Electric Security Plan renewal.  Further 
negotiating with the top two (2) bidders would provide a best and final offer and present an opportunity to 
reduce the quoted prices for electric supply, assuming all other contract terms afforded to the Township are 
satisfactory. 
 
Since an electric aggregation program has been offered, participating accounts ranged from 16,000 to 12,000 with 
a calculated average savings per account of $655.81 and aggregate savings of $9,136,646.93 over Duke Energy’s 
costs during the same period.  With the Township aggregation programs, there are no guarantees for savings and 







although they are opt-out, as with all aggregation provider contracts, any account can cancel at any time with no 
penalty. 
 
Smith Road Connector 
At previous Board of Trustees’ meetings, the Smith Road Connector has been discussed.  At the introduction of a 
Trustee, several meetings ago, a majority of the Board directed staff to work with the Butler County Engineer’s Office 
(BCEO) to develop preliminary engineering to more specifically determine the limits, scope, and estimated 
preliminary cost to construct the subject multi-purpose path and overlay the current path on Smith Road which would 
link to the subject connector from the west. 
 
Since that time, staff has been working with the BCEO to identify improvements to construct the proposed path.  
The BCEO consulted with staff on general preliminary plans and offered input on narrowing the scope and materials 
of the proposed path.  Subsequently, on Friday, August 9th, the staff met with the BCEO to discuss revised 
preliminary engineering on the project’s limits, scope, and estimated preliminary cost.  I will present the Smith Road 
Connector as a discussion item at the Board’s August 13th meeting and present the proposed limits, scope, and 
preliminary estimated cost to construct the project.  I will also present an update to the construction schedule 
presented a month or so ago and request Board direction on proceeding.  If the scope, limits, and cost estimate are 
acceptable to the Board, then at a near future meeting, the Board needs to provide formal direction to authorize the 
project if the Board wishes to continue.

Citizen’s Comments  
 


Carl Rullmann, 8285 Ventle Drive, referred to 2 agenda items, the 2013 contracts for paving   
and slurry sealing.  He said the costs were down by 11% and 19% respectively compared to 
2012, but questioned how many miles of pavement were involved, adding that these agenda 
items significantly vary from year to year.  He said this is the Board that believes slurry seal is an 
effective street maintenance method, and suggested other residents that previously have had 
slurry seal applied to their street could express their opinion about their appearance and 
effectiveness.  Mr. Rullmann said this Board did not respond to his zoning issue questions at the 
June 11th meeting when he asked, “which are more important and have more value . . . the rules, 
which you continually make more cumbersome, or the individual people whom you purport to 
serve?”  He said this is the Board that spend $2 million on 3.2 acres of virtually unusable land 
and failed transparency by not listing the expenditure on the meeting agenda;     the Board with a 
member that got work started on a crosswalk prior to Board approval, terming it a conflict of 
interest issue; the Board that discusses electric aggregation, terming it dubious when government 
selects an electric aggregation vendor for others to use; the Board that would not push back 
against unconstitutional and unfunded mandates.   He concluded by saying citizens expect this 
Board to support and defend the Constitution of the United States.

Personnel Items 
 


Mrs. Boyko introduced the next agenda item by saying the Board began a performance based 
merit increase program in February of 2006, replacing the typical government step system for 
qualified, non-contract employees.  The proposed motion pertained to 67 employees, or about 
28% of the Township’s workforce, and is a result of studies by Finance and HR personnel.  Their 
system entails a pool of money by department based on current payroll, and a “not to exceed” 
amount for any one employee if they were granted a merit increase.  The proposal entailed a 
2.5% merit pool and a not to exceed 4% increase for any one employee’s merit performance.  
It would increase direct payroll cost by approximately $100,000 and indirect costs by 
approximately $17,000.   
MOTION made by Mrs. Stoker, seconded by Mr. Lang,  to approve 2% of applicable current 
payroll for consideration for 2013 merit performance increases for all qualified non-contract 
exempt and non-exempt employees and to approve a not to exceed 4% increase for any 
individual employee’s merit performance and to authorize the Township Administrator to 
approve and apply said merit performance increases effective the first full pay period in July, 
subject to already approved and existing related policies and procedures.  Discussion:  Mr. Lang 
expressed his opposition to the motion by saying, though he believes we have the best 
government employees in the state, our revenue sources are drying up:  the Local Government 
Fund, the inheritance tax, and ad valorem taxes.  He attributed that to the state balancing its 
budget at the expense of local governments and predicted cost shifting from the state to local 
governments, resulting in more levies.  He also cited a study that determined the total average 
compensation for the public sector was 43% higher than the private sector.  He also cited a study 
of the Lakota Local School District that determined there was an average household income 
increase of less than 1% for both 2010-11 and 2011-12.  He said the public sector cannot 
continue to grow at a pace greater than the private sector, cited West Chester Township 
employees’ salaries, and encouraged the other two Trustees to join him in opposing the motion.  
Mrs. Stoker responded by noting our recent audit report credited the Township for its discipline 
and restraint with expenditures.  She said expenditures from the general fund have been 
decreasing in the last several years, attributing that to their efforts to work smarter and more 
efficiently.  Mrs. Stoker added that their 67 non-contract employees are doing the work that 75 
employees did several years ago, thereby reducing the cost of providing services by hundreds of 
thousands of dollars.     She also commented that Mr. Lang suggested years ago they replace cost 
of living raises for their non-contract employees with merit raises, and praised these employees 
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for reducing costs.  She cited a study that said companies were planning salary increases 
averaging 2.7% for 2013, another source that termed 3% salary raises “the new normal”, and said 
she didn’t believe the Township was out of sync with the private sector.  She concluded by 
saying she thought it important to recognize employees who have reduced the Township’s 
expenses by hundreds of thousands of dollars, believes they could lose their best and brightest to 
the private sector as the economy improves, and therefore supports merit increases in which no 
one would receive more than a 4% increase.  Mr. Lang responded that government couldn’t 
continue to grow in a recession while the private sector is flat because it’s the private sector that 
funds government, and government services were not revenue producing.  He identified cities 
and states with economic problems, saying a day of reckoning is coming.  Mrs. Stoker responded 
by saying the cities and states he cited have been spending in excess of their revenue for years, 
and that’s not the case with West Chester.  She noted West Chester has the highest credit rating 
because they carefully spend their money.  Mr. Wong said they eliminated automatic step 
increases in 2006 and promised employees merit increases based on performance. They 
eliminated 20 positions that saved them over a million dollars, the employees assumed more 
work, noted Mrs. Stoker’s motion reduced the increase from $100,000 to $80,000, and said it is 
not right to not reward them for their good performance. These were the reasons he’s supporting 
the motion.  Mr. Lang said they should discuss Mrs. Boyko’s compensation because she hasn’t 
received a raise in years though she’s done a tremendous job.   The motion carried with Mr. 
Wong and Mrs. Stoker voting in favor of the motion and Mr. Lang voting in opposition.    
 
Mrs. Boyko introduced the next agenda item by saying the item is necessary because the Fire 
Department’s part-time firefighters/paramedics are below complement.                              
MOTION made by Mrs. Stoker, seconded by Mr. Lang to hire three (3) part-time employees to 
fill vacant positions: FFII/EMT Jared Drenik, FFII/EMT Joe Elliott, FFII/EMT Brian Sanders 
effective August 6, 2013, all at the hourly rate of $15.61 with a one year probationary period and 
contingent upon successful completion of applicable testing and procedures.  Discussion: none.   
Motion carried unanimously.

MOTION made by Mrs. Stoker that, having reviewed the staff report and affidavit, we declare 
the properties listed on the West Chester Township Board of Trustees meeting agenda dated July 
23, 2013 to be public nuisances as authorized by the Ohio Revised Code.  Staff is directed to 
cause removal of the nuisances identified, and monitor the properties for 90 days to require 
continued compliance.  An administrative charge of 25% shall be added to the contractor fee for 
the properties.

Mrs. Boyko introduced the next agenda item saying the Township, in concert with Liberty 
Township would be petitioning the Ohio Department of Transportation through the Butler 
County Engineer’s office to consider a traffic engineering and speed limit study for the subject 
portion of Liberty Way. She said the Butler County Engineer’s office believes the currently 
posted speed limit of 55 miles per hour is excessive given the development that may occur there 
in the next several years. 
MOTION made by Mrs. Stoker, seconded by Mr. Lang, to approve statutory Resolution No. 12-
2013 requesting a review of the Speed Limit Engineering and Traffic Investigation Study for 
Liberty Way between Cincinnati-Dayton Road and Cox Road, and to determine the statutory 
vehicular speed limit established by Ohio Revised Code Section 4511.21, and whether such 
speed limit is greater or less than considered reasonable and safe.

Citizen’s Comments 
 


Jim Schaffer, 8283 White Hill Lane, a 29 year resident, said he was there representing the 
Cincinnati Chapter of the Sons of the American Revolution (SAR).  He was accompanied by 
Colonel Don McGraw, Chapter President.  They were there to present a Flag Certificate to the 
Board of the Voice of American (VOA) Museum of Broadcasting in recognition of its patriotic 
display of the American flag at the museum site. Mr. Schaffer expressed his appreciation for 
being allowed to speak. He expressed a brief history of the VOA and commented how it inspires 
patriotism, and expressed his appreciation to the Board for preserving it. Colonel McGraw then 
spoke. He said the Sons of the American Revolution is a fraternal and civic organization 
composed of lineal descendants of those who fought in the American Revolutionary War or 
those that supported it.  He said the SAR supports national symbols of American freedom, as 
well as the value and appreciation for true patriotism.  He related his global experiences that 
fostered his appreciation for the American flag and all for which it stands.  He then called on 
Ken Rieser, Board member of the National Voice of America Museum to receive the 2013 Flag 
Certificate.  Thereupon Mr. McGraw made the presentation to Mr. Rieser and photographs were 
taken with the elected officials. Mr. Rieser then expressed his appreciation to the Township for 
all its work on the VOA museum.  
 


Second Reading & Vote on Pending Resolutions & Vote on Emergency Resolutions 
 
There were no second readings & vote on pending resolutions, or vote on emergency resolutions. 
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Discussion Items & Trustees Comments   
 


Mrs. Boyko recognized the presence of T.C. Rogers, Butler County Commissioner.   
 
Mrs. Boyko updated the Board on the electric aggregation program, saying the current renewal 
for the aggregation brokerage services for the electric supplier expires at the end of the year.   
She noted that they had contracted with First Energy Solutions (FES) as the electric aggregation 
supplier since 2011 (Fiscal Officer’s note:  The Fiscal Officer has been advised that the FES has 
been the electric aggregation supplier since 2010); originally the contract was for 2 years with a 
1 year extension that takes them through this year.  During this period they’ve had between 
16,000 and 12,000 accounts, and participation in the program has now stabilized at about 12,000.  
They have calculated savings per account at approximately $655 and aggregate savings to 
approximate $9 million, both compared to the cost by Duke Energy.  She noted there’s no cost 
comparison with other suppliers.  She also noted that people can opt out of participating in the 
aggregation program at any time.   Mrs. Boyko explained that prior to the conclusion of the 
contract with FES, the Township’s broker, Mark Burns from Independent Energy Consultants, 
would solicit a Request for Proposal (RFP) from energy industry suppliers.  She said he’s begun 
the RFP process and should be able to provide the results early next month, and she’ll 
subsequently provide this information to the Board.  Though she was not seeking direction at this 
time, she wants the Board to know that they’ll need to act on this and authorize her to negotiate a 
contract in the next couple of meetings if they wish to continue with the electric aggregation 
program.   
 
Mr. Lang also acknowledged the presence of T.C. Rogers at the meeting.   
 
Mrs. Stoker said the Junior Youth Triathlon Championship will be held at the VOA Park in a 
week in a half, and it will have about 500 entrants.  They’ll help our economy as they use our 
hotels and restaurants.  She said this is payback for our park development initiatives, referencing 
the Crazy Cardboard Regatta at the park the previous weekend as another example. 
 
Mr. Wong noted things the Township does for residents, such as the Thursday evening activities 
at The Square and the bands at Keehner Park on Saturday.  He also acknowledged T.C. Rogers.

I have provided several reports, discussing or presenting the Butler County Water and 
Sewer Department’s award of the OEPA 319 grant to make riparian improvements to 
the Mill Creek along property acquired by the Township (Wildermuth) adjacent to the 
creek.  As the Board is aware, Butler County was awarded the grant and has been 
negotiating a property use and maintenance agreement with the Township to use and 
construct and maintain improvements on property owned and under jurisdiction of the 
Township.  
 
The terms and conditions of the Agreement are consistent with and to similarly needed 
agreements and the Law Director authorized to form.  It permits a five (5) year initial 
term with four (4) subsequent and automatic five (5) year terms unless interrupted by 
either party.  The County may not terminate the Agreement prior to the improvements 
being constructed, and the County remains responsible for the maintenance of the 
improvements and must defend the Township should it terminate the Agreement and 
violate any grant requirements. 
 
The Agreement does not limit the Township from improving the property as presented 
with its Clean Ohio grant application and award.

WHEREAS, the West Chester Township Board of Trustees, (hereinafter referred to as the 


Township) own what is commonly known as the Wildermuth property (hereinafter referred to as the 
Property); Property is identified on Exhibit A; and, 


WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of Butler County, acting through its Water and 
Sewer Department (hereinafter referred to as the County) desires to obtain access to and use of a portion of the 
Property (hereinafter referred to as the Project Area) for the construction of a stream restoration and 
stabilization project to improve water quality and stream habitat in the East Fork Mill Creek (the “Project”); 
Project and Project Area are identified on Exhibit B; and, 


WHEREAS, the current use and maintenance of such Property is owned and under the 
jurisdiction of the Township, and  subject to its power and authority, Township is willing to grant to 
the County the use of the Property, contained to the Project Area, for implementation of the Project 
and to grant the County continuing access to the Project Area for purposes of construction and maintenance 
of improvements to the Project Area in furtherance of the Project; and, 


NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED in consideration of the mutual covenants herein 
contained, and in the circumstances set forth above and other good and valuable 
consideration, the West Chester Township Board of Trustees hereby agree to: 
 


 SECTION 1. Approve the Use of and Riparian Restoration on the Wildermuth Property and 
Maintenance Agreement (“Agreement”) between the West Chester Township Board of Trustees and the 
Butler County Board of Commissioners acting through the Butler County Water and Sewer Department.  


  
SECTION 2. Authorize the use of and access to the Wildermuth property, owned and under the 


jurisdiction of West Chester Township, granting the County a license to construct and maintain the 
improvements within the Project Area, consistent with the terms and conditions outlined in the Agreement. 


 
SECTION 3. Authorize the Township Administrator to make non-substantive changes to the 


Agreement with Law Director approval and to execute all necessary and required documents to effectuate 
execution and implementation of this resolution and the Agreement. 


 
SECTION 4. Authorize the Township Administrator, if necessary, with Law Director approval to 


draft, authorize, and execute an access easement between the West Chester Township Board of Trustees and 
the Butler County Board of Commissioners and present to the Board of Trustees for subsequent approval for 
recording purposes.

USE OF AND RIPARIAN RESTORATION ON THE WILDERMUTH 
PROPERTY AND MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT 


This agreement is made and entered into this             day of                                  2013 
by and between the Board of Trustees of West Chester Township, property owner, 
(hereinafter referred to as the Township) and    the Board of County Commissioners of Butler 
County, acting through its Water and Sewer Department (hereinafter referred to as the County). 


Whereas, the Township owns what is commonly known as the Wildermuth property 
(hereinafter referred to as the Property), said Property identified on Exhibit A; and 


Whereas, the County desires to obtain access to and the use of a portion of the Property 
(hereinafter referred to as the Project Area) for the construction of a stream restoration and 
stabilization project to improve water quality and stream habitat in the East Fork Mill Creek (the 
“Project”).  Said Project and Project Area identified on Exhibit B; and 


Whereas, the current  use and maintenance of such Property is under the jurisdiction 
of the Township, and  subject to its power and authority, Township is willing to grant to 
the County the use of the Project Area for implementation of the Project and to grant the 
County continuing access to the Project Area for purposes of maintaining the Project Area in 
furtherance of the Project; and 


Whereas, under an informal arrangement with the County, the Township currently 
accesses the Property through an access road located on adjacent property owned by the County 
(Butler County Auditor’s Parcel Nos. M5610026000035 and M5810031000006) (the “County 
Property”). 


Now therefore, in consideration of the mutual covenants herein contained, and in the 
circumstances set forth above and other good and valuable consideration the 
Township and the County agree as follows: 


Section 1. License to Use the Property. Subject to the terms and conditions 
contained herein, Township grants the County a license to construct the improvements within 
and to maintain the Project Area as depicted on Exhibit B. The construction and maintenance 
of improvements and the maintenance of the Project Area shall be in conformance with all 
requirements of the State of Ohio, Clean Ohio Grant as specified in the Declaration of 
Conservation Easement recorded in Bk 8129 Pg 1616 of the Butler County recorder and the 
Declaration of Restrictions recorded in Bk 1829 Pg 1622 of the Butler County Recorder. This 
license also includes the right of reasonable ingress and egress across the Property as is 
necessary to gain access to the Project Area and for maintenance purposes as described in 
this Agreement. 


Section 2. Construction of Improvements. The County shall cause the design and 
construction of the proposed stream restoration and stabilization project on the Property at its 
expense.  Said improvements shall be constructed on the Property consistent with the plan 
identified on Exhibit B.  The County agrees to design and construct the improvements as 
presented in Exhibit B consistent and compliant with all laws, rules, and regulations 
governing such publicly constructed projects.  Prior to commencement of construction, the 
County shall obtain the Ohio Public Works Commission’s written consent to the County’s 







plans for the construction and maintenance of the Project, and shall present such a copy of 
such written consent to the Township. 


Section 3. Payment of Improvements. All costs associated with the construction and 
implementation of the Project and with the maintenance or vegetation control as described in 
this Agreement shall be the sole responsibility of the County. The Township shall not be 
obligated to pay for any project expenses. 


Section 4. Maintenance of Improvements. In furtherance of the Project, the County will 
provide maintenance for the Project Area during the term of this agreement.  Maintenance 
shall consist of bush-hogging the Project Area not less than twice per calendar year as 
County determines is necessary in connection with the Project. County shall also have the 
right to take measures, other than the spraying of herbicides or pesticides, which County 
determines to be necessary or desirable to control invasive vegetation species in the Project 
Area. 


The County may delegate maintenance responsibilities conferred by this agreement with the 
prior written approval of the Township, provided that such delegation shall not release the 
County from its responsibility to comply with all provisions of this Agreement. 


Section 5. No Limitation of Rights. This Agreement is not intended to affect or limit the 
rights of the Township with respect to the Property.  The Township reserves the right to use 
or make improvements to the Property during the term of this Agreement, including but not 
limited to the right to construct a bike path within the Project Area and the right to engineer 
and construct improvements to mitigate flooding to adjoining or nearby commercial 
properties and adjacent roadways. Notwithstanding the foregoing, if the Township’s use of 
the Property would materially interfere with the continued viability of the Project or 
materially diminish the effectiveness of the Project, Township agrees to notify the County of 
such interference or diminishment and to cooperate with the County to mitigate the risk of 
such interference or diminishment. 


Section 6. Compliance with Laws. The County, its officers, agents, employees, 
contractors and service providers shall comply with all present and future laws, ordinances, 
resolutions, rules and regulations of the Federal, State, County, Township and other local 
governmental bodies, and the rules and regulations promulgated thereunder (including 
without limitation environmental laws and regulations), applicable to or affecting directly or 
indirectly the County or its activities on or in connection with the improvements, including 
but not limited to its performance of the maintenance obligations.  This Agreement is 
expressly made subject to all such laws, ordinances, resolutions, rules, and regulations and 
each and any subcontract shall contain a provision to this effect. 


Section 7. Assumption of Responsibility. The County hereby assumes responsibility 
for and will defend the Township and its officials, officers, directors and employees against, 
all claims, arising from the County’s failure to comply with any term of this Agreement or 
from County’s negligence in the construction or maintenance of the Project or use of the 
Project Area. Because the Township has reserved the right to continue to use the Property 
(including the Project Area), the County shall not be responsible for any claims arising from 
the Township’s use of the Property, and the Township shall defend the County, its officials, 
officers, and employees against any such claim. Township agrees to notify County in a 
timely manner of any claim asserted against the Township, its officers, directors or 







employees for which the County has assumed responsibility as described above. In the event 
that the County fails to take adequate action to defend the Township against any such claim, 
the County shall be responsible for all reasonable and necessary costs and litigation expenses 
(including reasonable attorney fees) which the Township incurs in connection with the 
necessary defense of any such claim. 


These covenants and any other covenants provided for in this Section 7 are intended to and 
shall be enforceable by each and every Township official, director, officer, and employee to 
the full extent permitted by law and shall survive the termination of this Agreement, but only 
with respect to matters occurring during, or arising from matters occurring during, the period 
prior to and through such termination. 


Section 8. Term of Agreement.  The initial term of this Agreement shall be five (5) 
years, beginning from the date of execution by both the Township and the County, and the 
term shall be automatically renewed for four (4) successive increments of five (5) years each, 
for a maximum term of twenty-five (25) years.  Notwithstanding the foregoing:  


a. Township shall not terminate this Agreement during the initial five year term unless 
County either fails to complete the Project within a reasonable time, or materially fails to 
comply with any term of this Agreement after receiving not less than thirty (30) days 
advance notice of noncompliance; 


b. Otherwise, either party shall have the right to terminate this Agreement at any time upon 
ninety days’ written notice to the other party; provided, however, that the County may not 
exercise such termination right until after its completion of the initial construction of the 
improvements in accordance with Section 2 of this Agreement.   


Upon termination of the Agreement, the Township shall have no obligation to maintain the 
improvements following termination, and the County shall be solely responsible for and 
defend the Township against any claims by any entity based upon any grant agreements 
received by County for the construction and/or maintenance of the improvements.  The 
foregoing obligation of the County shall survive the termination of this Agreement. 


Section 9.  Severability.  In case any section or provision of this Agreement, or any 
covenant, agreement, stipulation, obligation, act or action, or part thereof, made, assumed, 
entered into or taken under this Agreement, or any application thereof, is held to be illegal or 
invalid for any reason, or is inoperable at any time, that illegality, invalidity or inoperability 
shall not affect the remainder thereof or any other section or provision of this Agreement or 
any other covenant, agreement, stipulation, obligation, act or action, or part thereof, made, 
assumed entered into or taken under this Agreement, all of which shall be construed and 
enforced at the time as if the illegal, invalid or inoperable portion were not contained herein. 







Section 10.  Notices. All notices required or permitted to be given under this Agreement 
shall be deemed given if delivered in person, mailed by certified mail, postage prepaid, or 
sent via nationally recognized overnight courier and addressed as follows:

Section 11.  Access through County Property.  During the term of this Agreement, the 
County agrees not to prevent or interfere with the Township’s access to the Property through the 
current access road located on the County Property.  The Township may with notice to the 
County permit such access road to be used by a contractor performing work on the Property 
under a contract with the Township but Township shall not otherwise be permitted to assign or 
convey such right to any other person or entity. The right of access described herein shall not be 
binding on any person or entity which becomes the owner of the County’s property and shall not, 
except as expressly described herein, inure to the benefit of any of the Township’s successors or 
assigns.
